1. Have you written any journal entries since February 2013?

2. Are the journal entries disclosed to us all of your journal entries, or are there others?

3. If the answer to either of the previous two questions is no, will you undertake to provide all remaining journal entries which refer to your daughter Jane, John Smith, or Jessica Smith?

4. Throughout the period of time that you wrote the journal entries, were you contemplating relocating Jane to Saskatchewan?

5. Were each of these journal entries written on the same day that each of the corresponding incidents occurred?

6. Does the date of each journal entry represent the date of the incident, or the date that you had written the entry?

7. Mr. Smith claims that you were in Cambodia during two of the alleged incidents in your journal.  Will you undertake to provide documentation evidencing your departure and return dates from your trip to Cambodia in June 2015?

8. Will you undertake to provide a phone log evidencing that you spoke to Jane or John Smith on June 30, 2015?
