NOTICE TO PARTY RECEIVING NOTICE TO ADMIT

You have received a notice to admit.

Read this document to see what you must do and when you must do it.

You are called on to admit for purposes of an application/originating application/summary trial or trial, the following:

1. [List facts in relation to which an admission is sought, or attach any written opinion that states the facts on which the opinion is based]

2. You and Jennifer Smith separated on September 25, 2015.

3. You reside in a two-bedroom apartment.

4. Your new partner, Jessica Johnson, has previously been charged with violating section 271 of the Criminal Code (sexual assault).

5. The aforementioned charge related to alleged sexual assault of a minor.

6. In relation to the aforementioned charge, Jessica Johnson has not yet been convicted, and the charge has not yet been dismissed, withdrawn, or otherwise resolved.

7. Your new partner Jessica Johnson resides primarily with you.

8. In the last year, your new partner Jessica Johnson has spent the majority of nights at your residence.

9. To your knowledge, Jennifer Smith has never been charged or convicted of any Criminal Code or Controlled Drugs and Substances Act offence, and has never been investigated by Child and Family Services.

10. Child and Family Services has contacted you in relation to your new partner Jessica Johnson.

11. Child and Family Services has not sent you any written notice that they have concluded their inquiries or investigation relating to your new partner Jessica Johnson.

12. Within the last month, you have left Jane Smith alone with your new partner Jessica Johnson for more than 10 minutes.

13. Within the last month, your new partner Jessica Johnson has driven Jane Smith without you present.

14. Within the last month, you have observed your new partner Jessica Johnson consume alcohol while Jane Smith was present.

15. Within the last month, you have observed Jane Smith noticeably sad, depressed, or withdrawn.

	WARNING

Each of the matters for which an admission is requested is presumed to be admitted, unless within 20 days of the date of service of the notice to admit, you serve on the party requesting the admission a statement:


(a)
denying specially the facts or the opinion, or both, for which an admission is requested and setting out in detail the reasons why the facts cannot be admitted or the opinion cannot be admitted, as the case requires, or


(b)
setting out an objection on the ground that some or all of the requested admissions are, in whole or in part, 



(i)
privileged, or



(ii)
irrelevant, improper or unnecessary.

A denial by you must fairly meet the substance of the requested admission and when only some of the facts or opinions for which an admission is requested are denied, the denial must specify the facts or opinions that are admitted and deny only the remainder.

You may amend or withdraw an admission or a denial made only with the Court’s consent or by agreement of the parties.

Any admission you make is only for the specific purpose for which it is made and may not be used as an admission against you on any other occasion, or in favour of a person other than the person giving this notice, unless you agree otherwise.
